THE EGYPT GAME – Prepare a Book Jacket Report, which will tell about the book 
as well as the author. Follow the attached instructions for making the book jacket. 
A sample book jacket is also attached.  (Instructions can be picked up in the school 
office.) 
 
ADAM OF THE ROAD   

1. Interview a main character from the book using the attached interview 
sheet to make up at least eight questions. These questions should give the 
character an opportunity to discuss his/her thoughts and feelings about 
his/her role in the story.  (Interview sheets can be picked up in the school 
office.) 
 
2. Answer the interview questions in the first person, as if you are the 
actual character. 
 

 3. Write the interview in a paragraph format as if the interview were to be 
placed in a magazine. The paragraph should include an introduction of the 
character, the interview itself, and a closing paragraph. (Interview forms are 
available in the school office.)
